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To Install Fixture (Figures 1 & 2)

1.	 Carefully unpack the fixture from the carton.

2.	 Using two machine screws (not provided) fasten 
the crossbar (B) to the electric box with the slot in 
crossbar pointing down. 
 
Note: A new electric box comes with screws. When 
replacing a fixture, retain the existing screws for use 
with the new fixture.

3.	 Thread studs (C) into the appropriate holes in 
the crossbar (B) that line up with holes in the 
fixture (A).

4.	 Unscrew two ball head thumb screws (F) from the 
bottom of square tube (D) until the square tube 
can be removed from fixture (A).

5.	 Hold fixture (A) close to wall. Using suitable wire 
connectors (not provided) connect fixture wires to 
supply wires (white to white and black to black).  
Attach a pigtail lead to the crossbar (B) using the 
cupped washer (G) and ground screw (H). 
Connect all ground wires (bare copper or green to 
bare copper or green). 
 
 

6.	 Apply a generous bead of a suitable caulking 
material (not provided) to caulking lip (I) on the 
fixture. Caulk should be applied around the entire 
perimeter of the backplate (Figure 2).

7.	 Slide fixture (A) over threaded studs (C) and 
push firmly to wall, making sure that no wires are 
pinched between fixture back and wall.  Fasten 
with barrel knobs (J).  Be sure threaded studs (C) 
are fully seated in the barrel knobs (J).

8.	 See instructions on next page to complete 
installation.

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To Complete Installation (Figure 3)

1.	 Loosen the flat head thumb screw (E) in the top of 
the square tube (D) but do not remove it 
completely. 

2.	 Set the glass block (K) on top of square tube (D) 
so that it settles into the square tube with the hole 
in the glass block aligned with the flat head thumb 
screw (E).  Retighten the thumb screw to secure 
the glass block.

3.	 Install B Type Bulb (L) (not included) into the top 
socket (M).

4.	 Install Glass Shield (N) over B Type Bulb (L) and let 
it rest on fixture (A) with the curved plate (O) on the 
inside of the glass shield.

5.	 Carefully slide square tube (D) around glass shield 
(N) and use two ball head thumb screws (F) to 
secure the square tube with attached glass block 
(K) to fixture (A).  Tighten ball head thumb screw 
against square tube to secure it to fixture.

6.	 Install wet location bulb (P) (not included) in lower 
socket.

7.	 Restore electricity at main breaker.
